Monday, June 28, 2021 via Zoom Minutes  

PRESENT: Reva Laituri (President), Alex Petrin (Vice President), Amber Talo (Treasurer), Brett 
Specker (Secretary), Lynn Andronis, Chris Danik, Brian Hummel, Leslie Hurst, Colleen Whitehead

1. Call to Order/Attendance: Meeting was called to order at 6:01 pm.  
 

2. Approval of Agenda: Chris made a motion, seconded by Lynn, to amend and approve the 
agenda as follows: 

• Add 6.b. Mask Requirement Discussion 

• Add 6.c. QSEHRA Discussion 
Motion passed with unanimous approval. 
 

3. Mission Moment: None. 
 
4. Public Comment: Brett and Brian both introduced themselves to the public. 

 
5.  Approval of Minutes:  

a) May 24, 2021 Regular Meeting – Brian made a motion, seconded by Chris, to amend 
and approve the May regular meeting minutes as follows: 

• 6.c. Change “an evacuation plan” to “an animal evacuation plan” 

• 7.a. Add “$325” to the motion 

• 10.c. Change “Dr. Scott” to “Dr. Scott Jandron” 

• 14. Change “Collen” to “Colleen” 

 Motion passed unanimously.   

 

6. Unfinished Business  

a) Report on Sands Township’s Annual Review of Our Special Use Permit – Leslie detailed 
her experience at the Sands Township meeting. Leslie summarized that the Sand 
Township Board indicated that they would like to start a yearly review with UPAWS 
starting January 2022. Leslie was questioned by the Sands Township Board on zoning 
ordinance. Leslie added that the chair of the Sands Township Board did not approve of 
the UPAWS alcohol permit for the community room. Leslie questioned the Sands 
Township Board as to why they did not approve and was only told “because they did 



 

 

not approve.” Leslie will talk to Wim about the permit and the need to continually get 
approval from the Sands Township Board for UPAWS activity at the shelter.  

b) Mask Requirement Discussion – Reva told the Board that the staff are fine with 
following State/CDC guidelines on mask requirements. Leslie and Chris both added that 
UPAWS may also fall under MIOSHA as an employer. Colleen was fine with putting a 
sign up indicating the requirements. Alex noted that the current sign says, “All 
Individuals are Required to Wear a Mask” and will change it to say, “Masks Required 
for Unvaccinated Individuals.” 

c) QSEHRA Discussion – Colleen explained the QSEHRA main points from the last meeting. 
Colleen added that a Health Insurance Plan must be in place to be able to request 
reimbursements. Colleen also noted that the IRS changed their plan design focusing on 
enrollment. Colleen suggested to the Board that a “For your Information (FYI)” be sent 
to the Board instead of a new Report and Recommendation every time the IRS makes a 
change in the future. The Board agreed with Colleen.  

 
7. New Business:  

a) Report and Recommendation from the Personnel Committee re: Amendment to the 
Personnel Policies – Cell Phone and Internet Reimbursement – Leslie made a motion, 
seconded by Lynn, to approve the Report and Recommendation from the Personnel 
Committee. Motion passed unanimously.  

b) Report and Recommendation from the Personnel Committee re: Amendment to the 
Personnel Policies – Volunteer/Community Outreach Coordinator Job Description – 
Leslie asked if there were any major changes. Colleen answered that the changes were 
mostly consolidation. Reva explained the duties of Ann that could be handed off to 
Supervisors. Lynn made a motion, seconded by Brian, to approve the Report and 
Recommendation from the Personnel Committee. Motion passed with unanimous 
consent. 

c) Report and Recommendation from the Policy/Bylaw Committee re: Amendment to 
Board Policy 14.0 Board Actions – Leslie noted that she wants a time specified in the 
amendment. Lynn agreed. Lynn made a motion, seconded by Chris, to approve the 
Report and Recommendation from the Policy/Bylaw Committee as amended. Motion 
passed unanimously.  

d) Report and Recommendation from Alex Petrin re: Replacement of Blower Motor on Air 
Handling Unit #4 – Colleen asked if this request went through the Finance Committee 
first. Amber answered that it did. Alex explained the issue with the motor and potential 
replacements and their respective specifications. Colleen made a motion, seconded by 
Amber, to approve the Report and Recommendation from Alex Petrin. Motion passed 
with unanimous approval. 

e) Organizational Meeting Date – Reva asked the Board if they prefer to hold the meeting 
immediately after the July Regular Board meeting or sometime within ten days of that 
meeting. Brett and Colleen supported holding the meeting immediately after the July 
Board Meeting.

Standard Operating Procedure (SOP) 
Internet and Telephone Service Outages 

 
The purpose of this SOP is to provide guidelines for responsibilities and coordination for internet 
and phone system outages to minimize the impact on day-to-day operations of UPAWS. The goal 
is to provide a step-by-step process to ensure the continuity of services to the community. 
 
The UPAWS phone system relies on the internet. Therefore, if there is a problem with the 
internet, the phone system will also be out. 
 
In the event of a phone service or internet outage or severe degradation, the on-site 
Supervisor should: 
 

1) Leave the building and find cell service.  
 

2)  Phone service outage 
Contact the current service provider (Superior Eagle) 
a) If outage occurs during business hours of 8:30 am - 5:00 pm, call (906) 458-6080 

or email help@svoip.on.spiceworks.com 
b) If outside of regular business hours, call the emergency after hours number: 

(906) 458-1691  
 

Internet service outage 
Contact the current service provider (906 Technologies)  
a) Call (906) 226-2906 or email support@906technologies.com. The phone number 

is answered 24/7. 
 

3) Notify the following in order until one is reached and indicate that the service provider 
has been notified: 

a) Executive Director 
b) Security Administrator 
c) Board President 

 
4) Appropriate notification should be provided to the community via social media platforms 

and the UPAWS website if determined to be a long-term or extended service outage.

PRESIDENT’S REPORT 
July 26, 2021 

 
 
The June appeal letter has been completed and was mailed out to approximately 3,900 homes around July 9th.   
 
Dr. Scott Jandron has said he would provide a refresher course to our staff on safe and fear-free handling of 
animals.  It is anticipated this will cut down on the number of bite incidents involving staff.  The training will 
take place after the new E.D. starts so that he can participate. 
 
I made a few updates to Guidestar which moved us up to the Gold Seal level for 2021.  The updates along with 
changes Guidestar has made to its rating system have allowed us to move up.  Once a strategic plan has been 
adopted and added to their site, we will qualify for Platinum Seal level.  There are a few optional questions 
that have been added and I will update those as I collect the information. 
 
We were short-staffed on supervisors the week of the 11th, having only our newest supervisor scheduled most 
of that week.  Colleen and I, along with Ann, who rescheduled several of her vacation days, were on hand to 
offer assistance. 
 
Our new Bookkeeper/Administrative Assistant began work with us on July 19th and I’ve been working with her 
off and all this past week getting her oriented to the extent I can.   If you have not yet met her, feel free to 
stop in and introduce yourself.

1) Review of June Financials 

a. $60 was allocated to 4130 which is no longer an active account. Amber will make a 

journal adjustment to allocate to correct account 4110. 

b. POS system pushed an inventory adjustment into account 59900 which we will need to 

look into why. It appears it was a quantity change, but it is listing it as an adjustment as 

a POS balancing adjustment. Since these items are already accounted for as a retail 

expense, it looks like we will just need to credit the retail expense account.  

 

2) Analysis of Mortgage pay-off and investment options.  

a. The Finance Committee proposed 4 different mortgage payoff/investment options 

within the ‘UPAWS Mortgage Payoff Calculator’ spreadsheet. We received 

$1,066,365.59 from an anonymous Thrivent Bequest (which we received in 3 separate 

payments (1) $808,792.41, (2) $31143.20, (3) $226,429.79). Between the Capital 

Campaign Checking and Capital Campaign Savings account and the recent bequest we 

are analyzing options for paying off the mortgage either 100%, 75%, 50% and 25%, while 

possibly investing the remaining funds. A potential investment could secure additional 

revenue for UPAWS future while also paying off some or all of our mortgage. Invested 

funds would remain liquid and available to access at any time needed. We also reviewed 

all of our revenue accounts for possible merging of accounts and/or additional 

investment opportunities. We will discuss this in detail with the full board during our 

work session on 7/22/2021 with the objective of making a recommendation for the July 

Board Meeting.
